(a) The Bidder must be a firm, partnership or company duly organized, existing and
registered under the laws of his home countries.

Joint venture or consortium of firm of the above could be admitted as Bidder.

In case of joint venture or consortium of two (2) or more firms, partnership or
companies, one (1) of their members must have been selected as a lead partner.

(b) The Bidder must have purchased the bidding documents from EGAT. For a joint venture
or a consortium, only one (1) member of the joint venture or consortium is required to

The Bidder, each member of joint venture or consortium in case Bidder is a joint venture
or a consortium, and the proposed vendor/manufacturer for generator and turbine has
no just or proper pending claims against him with respect to breach in the performance
of contract on other similar work.

The Bidder, each member of joint venture or consortium in case Bidder is a joint venture
or a consortium, has no unsatisfactory performance on previous and current contract with
EGAT.

The Bidder, each member of joint venture or consortium in case Bidder is a joint venture
or a consortium, must have the sufficient financial capability to perform this Contract.
All such evidences to be submitted shall be of its own document.

The Bidder shall have experiences in project management works in hydropower plant
with commercial operation in overseas country (not his own country) at least three (3)
projects, provided that at least one (1) unit of each project shall have a unit output of not
less than 100 MW

For the Bidder who is a local company, the experience of at least one (1) project of
hydropower plant, having a unit output of not less than 100 MW, with commercial
operation in overseas country or in Thailand is accepted.

For a joint venture or consortium, only one (1) member of the joint venture or
consortium is required to meet the above qualification.

The Bidder shall have experiences in designing and manufacturing with the following
qualifications: -

(1) Having experiences in designing and manufacturing vertical-shaft synchronous
generators for at least three (3) projects, provided that at least one (1) unit of each
project shall have rated output of not less than 110 MV A, with commercial operation
for not less than two (2) years in overseas countries (not his own country), and

(2) Having experiences in designing and manufacturing vertical-shaft Francis type
turbines for at least three (3) projects, provided that at least one (1) unit of each
project shall have rated output of not less than 100 MW and rated net head of not
less than 68 meters, with commercial operation for not less than two (2) years in
overseas countries (not his own country), and

(3) Having completed at least one (1) project of hydropower plant renovation for
vertical-shaft Francis type turbine. Such project shall include runner replacement
using existing spiral cases and draft tubes to improve turbine efficiency or modify
stay vane to improve turbine efficiency. The units shall have been in commercial
operation for at least two (2) years in overseas countries (not his own country). The
rated output of such turbine shall not less than 100 MW, and



(4) Having capability and list project experience performing computer aided finite
element structural and dynamic analysis of turbine components, and three-
dimensional numerical flow analysis of turbine water passages and rotating
elements, and shall have experience in design, manufacturing and test in at least
three (3) physical models. The result shall have been proven by a physical model or
prototype in each case. Reports showing the demonstrated relative gain in
performance obtained by three-dimensional numerical flow analysis as well as test
stand results for above three (3) physical model references shall be submitted in Bid
proposal.

The Bidder shall manufacture the generator and turbines in his own factory.

For a joint venture or consortium, only one (1) member of the joint venture or
consortium is required to meet the above qualifications.

(1) The Bidder shall submit a certificate issued by the relevant organization certifying that
the factory of proposed vendor/manufacturer of generator and turbine to be supplied
under this Contract has met the requirement of ISO 9001:2015 or the latest version in
designing and manufacturing works.

Experience record under item (g) and (h) of the Bidder derived from being a member of other
joint venture or consortium in previous project(s) is acceptable.

For the Bidder or the proposed vendor/manufacturer under item (c), (g), (h), and (i) who

(1) consolidates or mergers with or acquires other firm or company or business units of
other firm or company before submitting the bid, or

(2) 1s formed by consolidating or merging firms or companies or business units of firms or
companies before submitting the bid, or

(3) is a spin-off company or split off company formed and was transferred hydropower
plant(s) and related services business of aforesaid power plant(s) from its parent
company before submitting the Bid.

With regard to the above three cases, the evidence/experience records of each such firm or
company as specified in (1) or (2) or business of the parent company as specified in (3) can be
accepted as the evidence/experience records of the Bidder or the proposed vendor/manufacturer
under item (c), (g), (h), and (i).

For the avoidance of doubt, Bidders are not allowed to refer the experience records of business
of the same parent company as specified in (3) as the experience records of the Bidder under
item (g) and (h).

In addition, the pending claims of any former company shall be considered the claim of the new
company. The formation of the new company does not construe that the new company is
released from any liability for such claims.



() The Bidder shall not be a Jointly Interested Bidder with other Bidders as from the date
of EGAT’s issuance of the Invitation for Bid or shall not be a person who undertakes
any action as an “Obstruction of Fair Price Competition” described in Article 1.1 of
Additional Regulation attached to this Section.

(k) The Bidder shall not be named in the list of work abandoners published by the
Permanent Secretary, Ministry of Finance and/or in the debarment list and/or the list of
work abandoners declared by EGAT according to Article 5 of Additional Regulation
attached to this Section.

M The Bidder shall not have EGAT’s personnel involve in his business as shareholder
having voting right that can control his business, director, manager, officer, employee,
agent or consultant except for the ones who are officially ordered by EGAT to act or
participate therein.

(m)  The Bidder shall not be a person who is privileged or protected not to be taken any legal
proceeding under Thai Court; provided that such Bidder’s government declares that
such special privilege is waived.

(n) The Bidder shall not be EGAT’s consultant or involve in EGAT’s consultancy under
this Invitation for Bids.

(0) The Bidder shall provide written minimum standards of the policy and directions for
anticorruption in relation to procurement together with supporting evidence pursuant to
the Notification of the Anti-Corruption Co-operation Committee Concerning Minimum
Standards of the Policy and Directions for Anti-Corruption in Relation to Procurement
Required to be put in place by the Business Operator, in accordance with Section 19 of
the Public Procurement and Supplies Administration Act, B.E. 2560 (A.D. 2017).
